At this time, take advantage of the adhesive properties of the glue and
cover the artificial grass on top, and fix it.

6. Subsequent cleaning steps

After the artificial grass is laid according to the above method, if necessary, you can use some flat head nails to secure it. After
installation, carefully inspect and clean the site to check for any debris that may damage the artificial grass.
